     We will continue our “Pinnacle Mo-

ments” again this year.

 We would like the Dads to bring some-

thing that they will give to their sons as 

a right of passage maybe something 

passed down through the family, or 

whatever you feel appropriate to signify 

your affection for your son and pride in 

his journey in growing up. We would 

recommend that you keep this fairly 

inexpensive; something that was once 

yours would be especially meaningful. 

We will give you an opportunity to 

share with your son the gift’s signifi-

cance and/or anything else you would 

like to share.
